England, has had a lifeboat station for nearly
180 years. At the moment, the station has
two lifeboats, which are run by the RNLI.

The RNLI (Royal National Lifeboat Institution), =
a famous organisation in Britain, is a charity  m—.
that saves lives at sea. The organisation was
founded in 1824, and since then it has saved
more than 140,000 people’s lives and has
helped thousands more people to get back to
dry land from the sea.

Around the UK and Ireland there are 237 RNLI lifeboat stations, with a total of 346 lifeboats.
There are 4,600 lifeboat crew members — and most of them are volunteers. Most of them have
other jobs, for example, there are teachers, office workers, garage mechanics and university
students. When they are called to help, these people must stop what they're doing and go to
the lifeboat station as fast as possible, day or night.

The biggest rescue in the RNLI's history was on 17 March 1907 when a huge ship hit rocks off
the coast of Cornwall. Fighting through stormy winds and fog, RNLI lifeboats worked for
sixteen hours and rescued 456 people, including 70 babies.
